MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

   2.1
Highway Matters – Weight Limit – The Chairman advised that he and the Clerk had attended a meeting of Uppingham Town Council concerning the possible weight limit.  Leicestershire Police were against it, but the Uppingham councillors were to consider it and possibly press Rutland to support it.  Rutland, Leicestershire, Northamptonshire and Corby councils had met to discuss the weight limit and issued a press release.  It was noted that traffic lights at either end of Caldecott had been suggested.  It was suggested that with the building of the Corby Southern Relief Road there might be another opportunity to look into the possibility of a weight limit.  

Speedwatch – It was noted that the speed gun would be available for volunteers to use in Rockingham during the weeks commencing 9 and 23 August and 6 September.  There would be a rota in the village shop for volunteers to put their names down.  It was noted that 2 vehicle activated speed signs were being placed in the village at different times.

Village Plan – Mr M Holland advised the meeting that the Borough Council had suggested that the objectives should be put out to consultation again.  ACRE had been asked to look at the documentation to see how a response to the Borough Council could be formulated.
