MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

   2.1
Highway Matters – The meeting was advised that Mr M Holland had had replies from Rutland and Northants County Councils regarding the weight limit, but that there did not appear to be much hope.  It was hoped that the Southern Corby Bypass would resolve some of the problems.  The meeting agreed to take part in the Community Speedwatch again, but noted that additional volunteers were needed.  Any one interested and able to go on the training should contact Mr R Scullion. 

Maintenance – It was agreed to contact MGWSP concerning the footpath to Caldecott again and noted that it was hoped that funding would be found to make it a cycleway.  Pot holes in the road, crooked bollards and the virtually non existent footpath down the Hill were also noted and agreed to report again to the County Council.

Village Plan – The meeting noted that Mr M Holland was still liaising withy the Borough Council and would advise when there was any news.

British Telecom – Adopt a Callbox – It was noted that the agreement had been received from BT, but agreed to leave it with BT.

Rural Area Forum – The meeting noted that a meeting of the Rural Area Forum had taken place and among the matters discussed had been Police Priorities, Fly-tipping and the Localism Bill.  It was noted that the next meeting would take place on 17 March.

Rubbish Bin – The meeting noted that a request had been made for an additional bin at the junction of Michael’s Walk and Main Street, and agreed that this should be chased up.

Grass Cutting – The meeting noted that S Morphy had offered a 3 year contract.  It was agreed to get 2 more quotes if possible.

Parking on Verges – The meeting confirmed that residents should be encouraged not to park on verges when it was wet.   It was noted that the Estate were still looking into parking at the east of the village.  Parking for School House was also queried.

Precept 2011/12 - The meeting considered a schedule of estimates.  Mr P Johnson proposed, Mr M Reilly seconded, and the meeting agreed a precept of £1625 – a 0% increase on the previous year for Council Tax payers.

Overhanging Hedges – The meeting noted that there were hedges overhanging the footpaths in various parts of the village.  Mr S Twyford confirmed that the Estate would contact the respective residents.

Community Walkabouts – Ms S Preston, the Rural Pride Officer, advised that other villages had Community Walkabouts with the Neighbourhood Wardens and Police.  It was agreed that Rockingham should also be included.

Police Matters – Crime : PCSO M Tooley advised the meeting that there had been a theft of a motor vehicle from the Castle Grounds.  There had also been a spate of burglaries in Cottingham and Middleton, as well as thefts of & from motor vehicles.
