MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Highway Matters – Speed – PCSO M Tooley advised that he had met with a representative of the County Council and that it was proposed to paint “dragons teeth” at the entrances to the village and “30” on the carriageway in at the entrances and in the middle of the village.  The camera van would be in the village on a regular basis.  A police operation in the village that day had caught two for speeding, three with no seat belts and two talking on mobile phones.  Neighbourhood Watch signs to be persued.

Footpaths – It was noted that the hedge at Castle Farm was impeding the footpath making it dangerous to use this section of path.  


Church Walk – It was noted that the County Council had agreed to put a barrier at the bottom of Church Walk for safety reasons.

Rural Pride Officer – Litter Bin - Suzanne Preston advised that she would chase the provision of a litter bin on Michael’s Walk.  
Walk about - She further advised that an order had been raised regarding the verges on the hill and for the chevron sign by the Church Walk steps to be repaired.  With regard to the provision of a cycle/footway on Caldecott Road, this had been unsuccessful this year but would stay on the list for future years.  It was noted that it still needed reinstating and it was reported that it would be sided out.  It was noted that the trees on the highway were a County Council responsibility.  A date for the next walkabout was to be arranged.
Queen Elizabeth II Field Challenge – It was agreed to invite a representative to do a presentation.
