MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

   2.1
Highway Matters – The meeting was advised that a weight limit has been in operation on Geddington Road, Corby with little effect. The Corby Southern Bypass was still ongoing and it was hoped that this may help the traffic situation as that route could be advised.  Coun Heggs agreed to raise this with the County Council.


Community Speedwatch – The meeting was advised that this had been finished owing to a cut in funding.  The camera on the hill was switched off and was to be removed, but speed vans were being kept at the moment.


Maintenance – The meeting noted that pot holes had been filled in and resurfaced, the footpath on the hill was to be sided out, the footpath on Caldecott Road to be reinstated and the bollards in Main Street to be straightened – they had already been painted.

Village Plan – Mr M Holland advised the meeting that he had discussed this with the Borough Council.  Neighbourhood Plans are now to be introduced and the work on the Village Plan was likely to form the basis of the new plan.  The Neighbourhood Plans would carry much more weight.  It was agreed to leave this pending until the new framework is published and we can then proceed, with the possibility of Rockingham being a pilot.

Rural Area Forum – The meeting noted that a meeting of the Rural Area Forum had taken place and among the matters discussed had been Police Priorities, and the Rural Week of Action.  It was noted that there was to be a Village Walkabout on April 7 at 2.00 from Sondes Arms
