MINUTES


The minutes of the meeting held on 31 March 2011, having been circulated, were taken as read.  Mr M Kingman proposed, Mrs P Sullivan seconded, and the meeting agreed that the Chairman sign them.

MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

   2.1
Police Matters – Crime - The meeting was advised that there had been 6 crimes in the Rural West ward in April, although none had been in Rockingham.


Speeding Traffic – It was reported that over a 12 day period 75,948 vehicles had passed through the village and that the highest recorded speed was 71 mph, with the average being 31 mph.


Neighbourhood Watch – The meeting was advised that Coun Heggs was being approached about funding the new signs.


Community Speedwatch – It was agreed that the abandonment of this scheme should continue to be raised with the County Council; the Police were against it stopping.  The possibility of placing a traffic speed indicator sign by the camera was raised. It was noted that the mobile camera van would still be in use and that there would be zero tolerance from the Police.

The Chairman thanked PS Smith and PCSO Tooley for their attendance.

Highway Matters - The meeting was advised that the provision of a barrier at the bottom of Church Walk had been agreed by the County Council.

Borough Councillor – The Chairman welcomed Councillor Bob Riley, the new Borough Councillor for Rockingham and the Rural West Ward to the meeting.

   3.1
Payment of Accounts - The meeting noted that payments amounting to £6,260.00, as listed in the attached schedule, required approval. Mr M Kingman proposed, Mr C Mallender seconded, and the meeting agreed the payments.

Annual Statement of Accounts – Mrs W O’Brien proposed, Mrs P Sullivan, seconded and the meeting agreed that the Annual Statement of Account be approved.

Annual Governance Statement – Mrs P Sullivan proposed, Mr M Kingman seconded, and the meeting agreed that the Annual Governance Statement be approved.

Risk Assessment Policy – Mrs P Sullivan proposed, Mrs W O’Brien seconded, and the meeting agreed that the Risk Assessment Policy be approved.

Internal Audit – The meeting noted that the Internal Audit has been satisfactorily completed on 30 April 2011.

Parish Clerks & PAYE – The meeting was advised that historically, payments made to Parish Clerks have had to be declared by the individual clerk to HM Revenue & Customs and the clerk's PAYE tax code is amended accordingly. HM Revenue & Customs now want Parishes to deduct Income Tax and NI Contributions at source and it will be necessary for the Parish Meeting to register with HMRC as a new employer.  The Borough Council are investigating whether they can be of assistance in this matter.

CORRESPONDENCE

Planning Applications – Rockingham Castle – The meeting noted that details had been received of an application to construct a tennis court, swimming pool and pavilion within the walls of a former orchard at Rockingham Castle.  The meeting agreed that it had no objection to the application.

Planning Application – 3 The Cottons – The meeting noted that details had been received of an amended application to build an extension at 3 The Cottons.  The meeting agreed that it had no objection to the application

Bus Services – The meeting noted that details of proposals for bus services in the area had been received from the County Council following cuts in the subsidy being provided.  The meeting agreed that more detailed information was required of the proposals as they affect Rockingham.

Mobile Library Service – The meeting was advised that as the service is only used by one resident, instead of the mobile library visiting the village, a selection of books would be brought out to the customer.

Harborough DC – Core Strategy Submission – The meeting noted that the Core Strategy for Harborough District had been submitted to the Secretary of State.

Fly-tipping – Councillor Riley advised the meeting that he had submitted evidence from some fly-tipping on Cottingham Road to the Borough Council.  He added that he was willing to collect evidence from any fry-tipping in the area.  It was suggested that signs saying “No Fly-tipping” could be displayed.  Mr Mallender advised the meeting that the removal of fly-tipping was a priority for the Borough Council and that their contractors had 72 hours to deal with any reports.

Caldecott Road – The ongoing problem of the reinstatement of the footpath on Caldecott Road was raised, and it was agreed to contact the County Council again.

Michael’s Walk – The meeting was advised that the request for a litter bin at the junction of Michael’s Walk and Main Street had been placed on the Borough Council’s list.
