MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Highway Matters – Walkabout – The meeting noted that a walkabout had taken place that morning with the County and Borough Councils represented.  The footpath on the hill was to be prioritised, with the Caldecott Road footpath being looked at next year.  The Borough Council had refused to supply a litter bin in Michael’s Walk, the Parish Meeting could supply their own but it was not known if the Borough Council would empty it.  It was agreed to raise the question of trees on the verges with the County Council.

Access Road East – Mr M Holland outlined the Estates proposals for an access road from The Cottons with parking 8A, 8B, 8, 9, 12, 13, 16 & 17 Main Street.  There would be a hedge planted on the field side of the road.  The possibility of speed bumps was raised.  Discussion took place regarding speed and usage, with signing and security to be discussed later.  A planning application was to be submitted for Phase 1 up as far as 17 Main Street and Phase 2 to extend the road to the Estate Yard.
