Just a few notes for the villages of Rural West. 
 

There have been a couple of instances recently reported in relation to suspicious circumstances within the villages.

2. Males seen again in Cottingham in the early hrs with a red vehicle hanging about on the Rockingham Rd near to the old Shoe factory.

The villages of Rural West have seen a recent increase in the volume of young people being in the area. These have been visiting the areas known locally as the 22ft Middleton, The Old Quarry Cottingham and East Carlton Park. They have been using the area to camp out with most being intoxicated. Cold Calling Zones Following 
An update on this project from Suzanne Preston Rural Pride Officer CBC.
 

Suzanne will be proposing at the next JAG meeting that we select Middleton and Cottingham as the initial pilot areas for 2 NCCZz (No Cold Calling Zones) to be established. The next step is to identify actual streets, which are particularly vulnerable to cold calling. 
Secondly we'll need to find some funding for the lamppost signage, which apparently will cost very little (approx £40 per fitted sign). Trading Standards have already said they'd be happy to support ourselves in terms of residential consultation in the target areas once the streets have been identified and calculate the number of signs needed, depending on any potential road crossings or junctions in the target area. So Suzanne or myself will keep you posted as and when we have an update.
